JHS Band – Game Expectations

CHECK-IN
To be “on time” is to be early.  Remember that to be counted present, you must be properly checked-in and in your seat with your uniform on correctly.  Being on time is part of your performance grade at each game!  Have all needed equipment at your seat.

A brief inspection of uniforms and instruments will be conducted before each game.  It is important that we look as neat and well-groomed as possible.  Often this inspection will be done by an appointed student officer such as the field commander.  You are to follow their instructions!

GAME

1. We will march to the stadium at attention.  The director will give the command for “at ease” once we have reached our pre-game position in the bleachers.

2. Remain standing upon arrival to bleachers.  Directors will give instructions to sit and remove band hats.

3. Each member is given an assigned seat in the bleachers.  Once you arrive at your assigned seat, do not leave it without permission from the directors.

4. Follow all directions and expectations at games.  You are expected to be at your best behavior at all times.
5. Always be alert and ready to play. YOU SHOULD HAVE FLIP FOLIO AND ALL OF YOUR MUSIC AT EVERY PERFORMANCE – NO EXCEPTIONS.  EVERYONE IS EXPECTED TO HAVE A LYRE AND TO USE IT WHILE IN THE STANDS.  NO EXCEPTIONS.
6. Fill up your horns with good sound.  Give 200%.

7. THE JHS BAND ALWAYS LOOKS, BEHAVES, AND SOUNDS GREAT! When someone hears or sees the JHS Band, we want them to have a positive opinion about us.  THE JHS BAND IS A CLASS ACT!
8. Sit up straight and hold horns correctly.

9. Tell friends and relatives to visit you during the 3rd quarter when we are out of the stands.  They cannot sit or “hang around” the band during the game.

10. Our job is to provide enthusiastic support during the game and to provide superior entertainment at halftime.  We will always be a class act and represent our school and city well.

11. Please – no individual cheering.  Cheer with the cheerleaders. No clown acts or showing out in the stands.

12. Be alert.  Always be ready to play.  Be alert.  We cannot wait on individuals to get ready to play.

13. Use the restrooms before we leave for the game and during 3rd quarter.  Please do not ask to be excused from the stands.  We are all old enough to avoid these situations.

14. 4th Quarter – be in your seats ready to play the Fight Song.

15. After 3rd quarter off – do not bring food, drinks, or visitors into the stands with you.
16. After the game, everything must be stored correctly in the Band Hall – ready for Monday morning rehearsal.  Do not leave uniform parts in the band room.  Make sure you put your horn/music away in the proper storage area.

17. Plan ahead for a ride home.
HALFTIME
1. We will warm-up together out of the stands.  Assemble in warm-up circle at proper interval without being told. No individual playing. Don’t ask questions at this time.  After warm-up, assemble in the field entry line-up.  Section leaders in charge here.

2. Enter the stadium area at attention. No talking. Move up after the buzzer or immediately after visiting band takes the field.  

3. Performance:  Be alert – Be energetic – Look and Sound Great – Quickly recover from mistakes.

4. After our performance, we will exit to the stands at attention.  You will be dismissed from the stands by Mr. Warner after all members are seated in their assigned seat.
5. Please – no fussing at other band members about mistakes made during the halftime performance.

BUS TRIP

1. Sit according to the seating chart.  Stay seated in your seat at all times.  Nothing hangs out of the window!
2. Audio equipment can only be used with headphones. No exceptions.

3. Number one rule:  always obey chaperones and bus driver at all times.

4. Follow all JPS transportation rules at all times.

5. Talk quietly and don’t disturb others.  Safety is a must.  You will not be rowdy on the bus.

6. No group singing or other distractive behavior. Be on your best behavior.
