Guidelines and Rules for the JHS Band

The Six Golden Rules:

1.
Stop when the conductor/instructor cuts you off.

2.
Do not talk when a conductor or instructor talks.

3.
Respect yourself and others at all times.

4.
No food, gum, or drink in the building or in class.

5.
No PDA (Public Display of Affection) during class, in uniform, or at any band function.

6.
Keep band facilities spotless including the band hall, rehearsal areas, locker area, storage room, restrooms, indoor facility, etc.
Rehearsal & Performance Guidelines

1.
Each student is expected to be on time, if not early, to all band functions including rehearsals and performances. A schedule of band performances is issued at the start of each school year. Always report (rain or shine) to the designated meeting place. All rehearsals and performances are mandatory. Only serious illness, death in the immediate family, or major problems due To extenuating circumstances (requires prior director approval) will be excused. 

Play it safe! Always keep an open line of communication with the directors. The Director of Bands will decide if the absence is excused or unexcused.

2.
The student is expected to have both their instrument and music ready for all rehearsals/performances. 

3.
Students should always have a pencil to mark rehearsal suggestions - No Ink Pens!

4.
Students should behave considerately to whomever is on the podium, whether it is a director or a guest of the band (See Golden Rule #3).

5.
Students should treat school owned instruments like their own. Any damage or loss of the instrument will be the student's liability and will be assessed accordingly.

6.
There are four (4) places your instrument should be (school or personal).



*In your hands



*Lined up in a section (on a towel) for outside rehearsal



*Lined up in the cases



*In your band storage cubicle (in the case)
General Policies

1.
All band members are expected to follow the instructions of any teachers, staff member, or chaperone, without question, unless said instruction is a violation of civil law or moral standards.

2.
All school rules are in effect at all band functions.

3.
Make sure your instrument is in good working order for all band functions.

4.
Proper care & use of our building, equipment, and instruments is expected.


There will be no tolerance for destructive activity or misuse of these.
