1. Sit according to the seating chart. Stay seated in your seat at all times.

      Nothing hangs out the window at any time!

2. Answer roll clearly by saying “Here” when your name is called.

3. No food or drink on the bus (JPS Transportation Rules).

4. Audio equipment can only be used with headphones. No exceptions.

5. Number one rule:  Always obey the chaperones and the bus driver.

6. Follow all JPS Transportation rules. Never distract a bus driver.
7. Follow all JHS and JHS Band rules.

8. Talk quietly and don’t disturb others. Safety is our first priority. You will not be rowdy on the bus.

9. No group singing or other distractive behavior. Be on your best behavior.

10. Public displays of affection are not appropriate – this is a band trip, not a date.
Chaperone Guideline
1. While on any band trip, chaperones must follow and abide by JHS and JHS Band Rules. 

2. The directors make all decisions regarding any band student that may need to be disciplined. Any problems that arise are to be directed to the Chaperone Chair.  In turn, the Chaperone Chair will present the problem to the director for directives and resolution.

3. Chaperones should follow the student schedule, including arrival time.

4. Please read each trip packet carefully so that you are familiar with all aspects of the trip you are chaperoning.

5. Please do not bring other children with you on any band event.

Chaperone Duties
1. Chaperones for each bus should make sure the bus basket and one broom is taken to the bus prior to departure. 

2. Chaperones for each bus should make sure the First Aid kit is taken to the bus prior to departure.

3. Introduce yourselves to the bus driver.

4. Stand outside the bus door as student loads. Ask each student if they have everything.  

5. One chaperone will call roll each time we load the bus to depart. 

6. Students know what is expected of them. You are on the bus to insure that they follow through as expected. Basic common sense is the best rule. Noise level should kept to a minimum: review

student guidelines (above)

7. The back door of the bus is to be used for emergency only.

8. Upon arrival at each event, everyone is to remain on the bus until instructions are given. 

9. Escort and supervise students according to the schedule: entry to stadium, changing, etc. Keep a watchful eye on our students at all times. Assist the students in keeping with the time frame allotted.

10. Assist & supervise at the busses as we prepare for the competition.   

11. Set-up water station at the warm-up site. Prepare cups of water for entire band. Students will want it

after the warm-up/before performance.

12. Attend students who are feeling ill. A list of first aid supplies is included in your bus booklet.

If you feel you need additional help, contact the band NURSE. If the situation requires further action, the nurse will consult with the directors. The band directors will handle any major medical problem.

13. Assist with the band after the performance (see specific guidelines in trip handout).

14. Upon our return to JHS, ask student to clean the area around their seat (trash bags are in the bus basket).

15. Stand outside the bus door as the students unload. Ask them if they have everything.

16. Make sure the bus is swept. Throw trash away. 

17. Return bus baskets, first aid kit, and broom to director’s office.
